Otino-Waa Children’s Village   
is located in Lira, 
Uganda, East Africa. 
Otino Waa, in the Luo 
language, means  
“our children.” It is 
home to boys and girls, 
ages 5-18 and is a  
place of safety,  
learning and healing.  
It offers the basic needs of food, protection,  
housing and education to orphaned children.  
The sixteen acre compound contains circles of 

hom es fo r 
eight kids, with 
a widowed 
“house mom.” 
This environ-
ment recreates 
a family unit 
where care 
and love can 

be shared. The children  have on site school, 
medical treatment vocational training, sports,  
nutrition and 24 hour security.

FUTURE 

“ My father was a policeman. He died of AIDS. My 
mother died from AIDS too.  
Food was little. We had no 
clothes. We had no bath. 
There was no place to 
sleep except on the dirt 
floor. I had a blanket. My 9 
brothers and sisters were 
alone and cooked and 
cared for themselves. The oldest was about 14. We 
were thieving food from gardens. When I was 10, I 
was taken by rebels. I was forced to carry food 
sacks, that were about 65 lbs each, the whole day. 
One day I hide when it was dark and the rebels 
could not find me. I ran all night and a pastor 
found me sleeping.  I now live at Otino-Waa and 
have a new family.”

It is estimated that the orphan

400% in the next eight years. 
  

In the unstable economic climate of 
Uganda, the cost of providing care at  
Otino Waa has increased 35% in less 

than a year.  This poses an extraordinary 
financial challenge. 

 
The average monthly cost of caring for an 

American child is $750.  
The average monthly cost of caring for an 

Otino Waa child is $140. 
 
 

THE NEED 
A fully sponsored child will require four  

sponsors @ $35/month or
